PARTNERNERSHIP AGREEMENT

July 1, 2009-June 30, 2010

United Way of Orange County (hereinafter referred to as UWOC) and Agency (hereinafter referred to as the United Way Partner(s)/Partnership or UWP) agree to establish a relationship between said organizations to work together to develop, maintain and improve effective human services for the Orange County community for the period July 1, 2009-June 30, 2010.
I.
Overview

The signing of this Partnership Agreement is required of organizations accepting funding     

through Community Impact Grants, UWOC Targeted Care Grants, and other special programs that may develop.  In addition, organizations receiving assistance other than funding, or wanting to partner with UWOC in addressing community needs, may also request a Partnership Agreement.

This agreement supplements contractual obligations under UWOC grant programs.  This agreement is not intended to be used in place of or to override conditions stated in the contracts.  Should any conflicts arise; the contract conditions will take precedence.
II.  Mutual Obligations
      As party to this agreement UWOC and UWP:
A. recognize their mutual dependence on each other to provide service for the general welfare of the Orange County community and recognize that this agreement exemplifies the reciprocity of each party’s responsibility to the other.

B. agree to communicate to each other promptly any developments or problems likely to affect the carrying out of this agreement in total, or which might reasonably be expected to be of direct interest or concern to the other party.

C. recognize and respect each other’s status as an independent organization while working cooperatively in the best interest of each other and the community.  
III.  UWOC’s Responsibilities
       As party to this agreement UWOC will:

A.  organize and conduct a comprehensive campaign in Orange County to support   

       UWOC community impact programs and targeted needs.

B.  disseminate confidential donor-choice designations made to UWP through the  

       UWOC campaign in accordance with procedures reviewed and established by the 

 UWOC Board.   Donor designated funds will be remitted to UWP on a quarterly  

 basis with UWP’s appropriate share of administrative expenses and unpaid pledges  

 deducted.
C.  enhance awareness of UWOC’s partnership with UWP. 

D.  offer all UWPs the opportunity to apply for federation member status under the   

 federal (CFC) and state (SEFA) campaigns

E.  identify the programs funded by UWOC and list the agencies providing the services.

F.  provide professional support in program development and implementation. 

G.  present new funding opportunities to UWP’s CEO, or Executive Director, whenever 

       possible to augment the UWP’s fundraising capacity.
H.  act as a responsible steward of funds, maintain low overhead expenses and use an 

       approved financial record-keeping system to produce financial reports.

I.  honor reasonable requests for inspection of any of UWOC’s public records and 

       financial statements.

J.  provide an opportunity to appeal to the UWOC Board of Directors of any decision by 

       UWOC Board or an UWOC committee that adversely affects the UWP.

IV.  UWP’s Responsibilities
        As a party to this agreement, UWP will:
A. maintain status as a voluntary, not-for-profit corporation with tax-exempt status as a charitable organization under 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 and applicable state laws and regulations.

B. provide a copy of UWP’s most current IRS determination letter.  

C. certify, by signing this contract, that UWP is in compliance with the USA Patriot Act 
       by not knowingly employing individuals or contributing funds to entities or persons 
       on any of the following lists:

       UWP notify UWOC immediately should any change in circumstances pertaining to 
       this certification occur at any time.  
       By signing this contract, UWP also certifies that all United Way funds and 
       donations will be used in compliance with all applicable anti-terrorist financing 
       and asset control laws, statutes and executive orders.
D. commit to the practice of affirmative action and nondiscrimination in employment

                   and client services without regard to factors of race, marital status, national origin,               

                   age, sex, disability and any other categories as defined by applicable federal and/or  

                   state laws.
E. display the United Way logo under the terms and conditions of the brand guidelines 

       on all premises and printed materials.
F. highlight United Way support in interviews, press releases and areas of pubic information.  
G. function under the leadership and direction of an active volunteer board of directors.  If the UWP is the local entity of a regional or national agency, the local UWP must have its own governing body in the form of a board of directors, advisory board or council.

H. support and assist in the annual United Way fund raising campaign in all appropriate ways, including but not limited to:

conducting a campaign among UWP employees,

serving as a campaign volunteer,

making presentations, 

making facilities available for tours.

accept this requirement with the exception that UPW shall not be required to 

participate in any fund raising campaign efforts which conflict with or violate 

UWP’s policies or efforts.

I. notify UWOC of any change or circumstances which could substantially affect operations and/or service delivery.

J. maintain fiscal records in accordance with AICP guidelines for voluntary health and   

                   welfare organizations, and honor reasonable requests for inspection of any of        

                   UWP’s public records and financial statements.
K. provide a copy of UPW’s annual report. 
L. provide an accounting of how funds issued were spent (i.e. receipt copies, reports, etc.)  

M. if providing services for youth, UPW agrees to participate in the Youth Program Quality Assessment (YPQA) within six months of the date of the signed agreement.      

V.   
Supplemental Fundraising

            A.   UWP will provide a Supplemental Fundraising Notification form to UWOC at least 

                   90 days prior to event.

B. UWP will complete and return Capital Campaign Notification form to UWOC at 

        least 30 days prior to the beginning of the campaign.

VI. 
Changes To and Termination of This Agreement

A. UWP has a responsibility to promptly notify UWOC regarding any operational 

       changes of a significant nature which may affect the conditions agreed to in this     

       document or the relationship between UWOC and UWP in general.

B. UWOC reserve the right to terminate this agreement in the event of any of the 

       following:

       UWP breaches this agreement or fails to satisfy applicable conditions, 

       UWP fails to maintain management, fiscal and/or service delivery, intent and 

       standards as agreed to in this document.

C. UWP has the right to terminate this agreement after 60 days written notification to UWOC.

This agreement is not to modify or diminish other organizational rules and regulations provided to UWPs as a condition for their participation.  To the extent that such rules and regulations are not reflected herein, they shall be deemed incorporated by reference, as if fully set forth.  Specific reference in this regard is made to the following documents, but is not necessarily intended to be limited hereto:
