Orange County United Way will entertain grant requests from only those organizations that are qualified as tax-exempt by the IRS under Section 501(c)(3).  Requests from its Participating Agencies or any Health and Human Service Organization within Orange County, New York, serving Orange County residents will be eligible.  Organizations must have a paid Executive Director; community based Board of Directors; and, if you are an agency with an annual budget over $100,000, an annual audit by an independent CPA.

Please note that funding criteria for Targeted Care Grants have changed.
Requests will be accepted for programmatic needs as they relate to advancing Community Impact initiatives and the agency’s financial soundness.  Targeted care grants will not be issued for daily operational 

expenses or to supplement programs currently being funded under Community Impact.  Requests are considered throughout the calendar year, based on availability of funds.  Please note that no expense is fully covered by United Way resources.  Grant requests are limited to a maximum of $5,000.  

Upon initial review, the application will be referred to Community Impact Council (CIC).  Any applicant that is new to Orange County United Way will be required to make a presentation to the CIC, which meets on a monthly basis.  The CIC will review the application and make a recommendation to our Board of Directors.  There is no commitment that submission of any request is a guarantee of approval.  Grants are issued subject to resources available and general eligibility.  Please allow three months processing time.
